TWENTY SIX PIONEERING SCHEMES PROFILED FOR #GIW26 CELEBRATION
Acting together, older and younger people can transform major issues like loneliness, ageism, housing, care, communities and learning and create a better world for future generations.
Twenty six intergenerational projects are profiled in Changing the World Together, a new report from United for All Ages published for Global Intergenerational Week 2026 (24-30 April).
The report shows how these practical projects can impact locally, nationally and globally on housing and communities, care and learning, culture and sport, and future generations. 
Local and national governments are urged to back the growing intergenerational movement with joined up community strategies and resources and by creating national ‘committees of the future’.
The twenty six ideas have been ‘crowdsourced’ from a wide range of policymakers and practitioners. They have nominated practical projects that could be rolled out more widely.

Gillian Sandstrom’s new book (Once Upon a Stranger: The Science of How 'Small' Talk Can Add Up To a Big Life) is a celebration of all the wonderful things that can happen when we talk to strangers, drawing on academic research and lots of stories, including the story of her personal journey from shy kid to irrepressible stranger-talker. It starts by acknowledging that (and explaining why) talking to strangers can seem scary or difficult for many of us (it's not just you!). But most of the book focuses on all the reasons to push past your fears and reach out to people: joy, connection, learning, a sense of possibility, the opportunity for kindness. The book ends with a "how-to" appendix, with practical tips from Gillian and her world-class stranger-talker dad.
